Absences: More than 2 unexcused absences.  Up to 3 absences may be excused with parent note.  After that, a doctor’s note must accompany student upon
return. Absences for family emergency will be handled on individual basis with the principal.
Tardy: Late to class five minutes and/or not prepared for class (no pencil, binder reminder or textbooks)
1st Tardy = Warning, 2nd Tardy = Call home, 3rd Tardy = Detention/Referral  (Remember to request a note when coming to class late.)
Student Responsibilities: Turn in Library Books – Student will not attend a dance if books have not been turned into the librarian or fines paid.
Remember to request a note when coming to class late.
Community service must be made up within five school days after a referral notification has been given or prior to the event.
Clothing: Appropriate footwear that is closed-toed & backed must be worn at all times.  No cleavage, midriff or underwear showing. Caps may be worn, bill
forward and removed in buildings. Bandanas are NOT worn on campus. Additionally, students must follow the dress code as stated in the Handbook.
